Early Juries



A jury is a body of lay men and women randomly selected to determine facts and to
provide a decision in a legal proceeding. Such a body traditionally consists of 12 people and is
called a petit ju ry or trial jury.

The exact origin of the jury system is not known; various sources have attributed it to
different European peoples who at an early period developed similar methods of trial The jury is
probably of Frankish origin, beginning with inquisition, which had an accusatory and
interrogatory function. Trial by jury was brought to England by the Normans in 1066.

In medieval Europe, trials were usually decided by ordeals, in which it was believed God
intervened, revealing the wrongdoer and upholding the righteous. In the ordeal by water, for
instance, a priest admonished the water not to accept a liar. The person whose oath was being
tested was then thrown in. If he floated, his oath was deemed to have been perjured. If he was
telling the truth, he might drown but his innocence was clear.

In 1215, however, the Catholic Church decided that trial by ordeal was superstition, and
priests were forbidden to take part. As a result, a new method of trial was needed, and the jury
system emerged.

At first the jury was made up of local people who could be expected to know the
defendant. A jury was convened only to “say the truth” on the basis of its knowledge of local
affairs. The word verdict reflects this early function; the Latin world from which it is derived,
veredictum, means “truly said”.

In the 14th century the role of the jury finally became that of judgment of evidence. By
the 15th century trial by jury became the dominant mode of resolving a legal issue. It was not
until centuries later that the jury assumed its modern role of deciding facts on the sole basis of
what is heard in court.

Solicitors

There are about 50,000 solicitors. Their number is rapidly increasing, and they make up
by far the largest branch of the legal profession in England and Wales. They are found in every



town, where they deal with all the day-to-day work of preparing legal documents for buying and
selling houses, making wills, etc. Solicitors also work on court cases for their clients, prepare
cases for barristers to present in the higher courts, and may represent their client in a
Magistrates’ court. In most cases the solicitor is able to deal with the question himself. If,
however, the case, either civil or criminal, is more difficult and has to be heard in a higher court,
then the solicitor engages a barrister to whom he hands over the task of representing the client in
the court. The solicitor cannot plead in a higher court.

Barristers

There are about 5,000 barristers who defend or prosecute in the higher courts.

Although solicitors and barristers work together on cases, barristers specialize in
representing clients in court. The training and career structures for the two types of lawyer are
quite separate. A barrister in England must pass the legal examination and become a member of
one of the four Inns of Court, special organizations of barristers. He must study there for twelve
months. The Inns jointly conduct the bar examinations. After admission to the bar and a short
period of apprenticeship, a barrister must practice on his own. In court, barristers wear wigs and
gowns in keeping with the extreme formality of the proceedings. The highest level of barristers
is the title of QC (Queen’s Council).

Judges

In Britain, the vast majority of judges (that is, the people who decide what should be done
with people who commit crimes) are unpaid. They are called “Magistrates”, or “Justices of the
Peace”(JPs). They are ordinary citizens who are selected not because they have any legal training
but because they have “sound common sense” and understand their fellow human beings. A
small proportion of judges are not Magistrates. They are called “High Court Judges” and they
deal with the most serious crimes, such as those for which the criminal might be sent to prison
for more than a year. High Court Judges, unlike Magistrates, are paid salaries by the State and
have considerable legal training. Magistrates are selected by special committees in every town
and district. Nobody, not even the Magistrates themselves, knows who is on the special
committee in their area. The committee tries to draw Magistrates from as wide a variety of
professions and social classes as possible.

Jury (Jurors)

A jury consist of twelve people (“jurors”), who are ordinary people chosen at random
from the Electoral Register (the list of people who can vote in elections). The jury listen to the
evidence given in court in certain criminal cases and decide whether the defendant is guilty or
innocent. If the person is found guilty, the punishment is passed by the presiding judge. Juries
are rarely used in civil cases.

Coroners
Coroners have medical or legal training (or both), and inquire into violent or unnatural
deaths.

Clerks of the Court
Clerks look after administrative and legal matters in the courtroom.

Bailiffs
Bailiffs help to keep the trial running smoothly. They also see to the jurors’ comfort and
convenience and help them if they are having any problem related to the jury service.

Legal Profession in Russia.

One of the most popular professions among the young people of our country is the
profession of a lawyer.

The profession of a lawyer is very interesting and diverse. Our country is a rule-of-law
state, and a lawyer should play a very important role in this process. The profession of a lawyer
is quite necessary for regulating social relations in the state.

Training lawyers is the task of different higher schools. Graduates from higher schools
have a lot of options to apply their knowledge. The choice is very wide. Lawyers with the same
qualification and professional status may do very different kinds of work.

The working conditions and pay among members of the legal profession also vary
greatly. Our graduates can work at the Bar, in the organs of the Prosecutor’s Office, in different
courts, in notary offices, legal advice offices, in organs of police as well as in different
companies, banks and enterprises. They can work as advocates, judges, notaries, investigators,
prosecutors, in-house lawyers, customs officers and other workers of law enforcement agencies.

To be a good specialist a lawyer should know many laws and their proper application. So,
would-be lawyers study many subjects important for their future work. They study theory of
state and law, civil law, civil procedure, criminal law, criminal procedure, criminalistics,
criminology and many others. Besides every lawyer must know human psychology because
he\she will meet different people: children and adults; the sick and the healthy; the poor and the
rich; educated and uneducated persons; people of different nationalities, languages and religions;

The advocate’s work can include defending those accused of committing
crime. A lawyer can work at the Prosecutor’s Office as a prosecutor or a prosecutor’s assistant.

Lindbergh, Charles Augustus, 1902 -1974

Kidnapping, which means the taking of a person - sometimes a child - by force and
asking the family, friends or even employers of the person for ransom money in return for his or
her release, has always been regarded as a serious crime. One of the best known kidnappings of
modern times took place in America in March 1932, when the nineteen-months old son of
American aviator Colonel Charles Lindbergh was taken from his New Jersey home while he was
asleep in the nursery. Charles Lindbergh was the first man to fly the Atlantic non-stop
singlehanded in 1927 and a great American hero. A large sum of money - $50,000 - was
demanded by the kidnapper and this was eventually paid over by Lindbergh in April. However,
the boy had already been murdered and his body buried under leaves and twigs in a wood only
four miles from the Lindbergh home. As a result of the Lindbergh case the crime of kidnapping
was made a Federal instead of just a State offence with the passing of the "Lindbergh Act"
(federal Kidnapping Act) in 1933. This allowed the FBI to become involved in the search for
kidnappers and their victims making an arrest so much more likely. The kidnapper of
Lindbergh's child, Bruno Hauptmann, a carpenter from New York, was finally arrested in
September 1934 after a massive search, and executed in 1936. The publicity which followed the
kidnapping was so great that the Lindberghs eventually left America to live in England and
continued to do so until 1939.

Rules and laws — and the conventions or customs from which they are descended — have
been a part of human life ever since our ancestors first began to live in large and settled groups.
But our knowledge is vague of laws that were in effect before the invention of writing in about
3500 B.C.

The earliest known legal text was written by Ur — Nammu, a king of Mesopotamian city
of Ur, in about 2100 B.C. It dealt largely with compensation for bodily injuries, and with the
penalties for witchcraft and runaway slaves.



One of the most detailed ancient codes was drawn up in about 1758 B.C. by
Hammurabi, a king of Babylonia. The entire code, consisting of 282 paragraphs, was caved into
a great stone pillar, which was set up in a temple to the Babylonian god Marduk so that it could
be read by every citizen. The pillar, lost for centuries after the fall of Babylon in the 16" century
B.C., was rediscovered by a French archeologist in 1901 amid the ruins of the Persian city of
Susa. Hammurabi’s words were still legible. The pillar is now in the Louvre museum in Paris.

The laws laid down by Hammurabi were more extensive than any that had gone before.
They covered the crime, divorce and marriage, the rights of slave owners and slaves, the
settlement of debts, inheritance and property contracts; there were even requlations about taxes
and prices of goods. Punishments under the code were often harsh. Not only murderers but also
thieves and false accusers faced the death penalty. And a child who hit his father could expect to
lose the hand that struck the blow.

Nevertheless, Hammurabi’s laws represented an advance on earlier tribal customs,
because the penalty could not be forfeit for an eye. The code outlawed private blood feuds and
banned the tradition by which a man could kidnap and keep the woman he wanted for his bride.
In addition, the new laws took account of the circumstances of the offender as well as of the
offence. So a lower — ranking citizen who lost a civil case would be fined less than an aristocrat
in the same position — though he would also be awarded less if he won.

Almost everything we do is governed by some set of rules. There are rules for games, for
social clubs, for sports and for adults in the workplace. There are also rules imposed by morality
and custom that play an important role intelling us what we should and should not do. However,
some rules — those made by the state or the courts — are called “laws”. Laws resemble morality
because they are designed to control or alter our behaviour. But unlike rules of morality, laws are
enforced by the courts; if you break a law — whether you like that law or not — you may be
forced to pay a fine, pay damages, or go to prison. Why are some rules so special that they are
made into laws? Why do we need rules that everyone must obey? In short, what is the purpose of
law? If we did not live in a structured society with other people, laws would not be necessary.
We would simply do as we please, with little regard for others. But ever since individuals began
to associate with other people — to live in society — laws have been the glue that has kept
society together. For example, the law in our country states that we must drive our cars on the
right-hand side of a two-way street. If people were allowed to choose at random which side of
the street to drive on, driving would be dangerous and chaotic. Laws regulating our business
affairs help to ensure that people keep their promises. Laws against criminal conduct help to
safeguard our personal property and our lives. Even in a well-ordered society, people have
disagreements and conflicts arise. The law must provide a way to resolve these disputes
peacefully. If two people claim to own the same piece of property, we do not want the matter
settled by a duel: we turn to the law and to institutions like the courts to decide who is the real
owner and to make sure that the real owner’s rights are respected. We need law, then, to ensure a
safe and peaceful society in which individuals’ rights are respected. But we expect even more
from our law. Some totalitarian governments have cruel and arbitrary laws, enforced by police
forces free to arrest and punish people without trial. Strongarm tactics may provide a great deal
of order, but we reject this form of control. The legal system should respect individual rights
while, at the same time, ensuring that society operates in an orderly manner. And society should
believe in the Rule of Law, which means that the law applies to every person, including
members of the police and other public officials, who must carry out their public duties in
accordance with the law. In our society, laws are not only designed to govern our conduct: they
are also intended to give effect to social policies. For example, some laws provide for benefits
when workers are injured on the job, for health care, as well as for loans to students who
otherwise might not be able to go to university.

When the world was at a very primitive stage of development there were no laws to
regulate life of people. If a man chose to kill his wife or if a woman succeeded in killing her
husband that was their own business and no one interfered officially. But things never stay the
same.

Some
transactions in modern society are so complex that few of us would risk making them without
first seeking legal advice.

Legal Profession

A lawyer is a person learned in law. A lawyer, also known as an attorney, a counselor, a
solicitor, a barrister or an advocate, is an individual licensed by the state to engage in the practice
of law and advise clients on legal matters. Lawyers act as both advocates and advisors on behalf
of their clients. The role of the lawyer varies significantly across legal jurisdictions, and
therefore can be treated in only the most general terms. Lawyers’ roles vary greatly, depending
upon their practice environment and field of specialization. In most countries there is only one
legal profession. This means that all the lawyers have roughly the same professional education
leading to the same legal qualifications, and they are permitted to do all the legal work. In
England the system is different. Here the profession is divided into two types of lawyers, called
solicitors and barristers. Solicitors and barristers are both qualified lawyers, but they have
different legal training; they take different examinations to qualify; and once they have qualified,
they usually do different types of legal work. Many solicitors deal with a range of legal work:
preparing cases to be tried in the civil or criminal courts; giving legal advice in the field of
business and drawing up contracts; making all the legal arrangements for the buying and selling
of land or houses; assisting employees and employers; making wills. Barristers are mainly
“courtroom lawyers” who actually conduct cases in court. Unlike solicitors, they have rights of
audience (rights to appear) in any court of the land, and so barristers are those lawyers who
appear in the more difficult cases in the higher courts. The educational requirements to becoming
a lawyer vary greatly from country to country. In some countries, law is taught by a faculty of
law, which is a department of a university’s general undergraduate college. Law students in
those countries pursue a Bachelor (LLB) or a Master (LLM) of Laws degree. In some countries it
IS common or even required for students to earn another bachelor’s degree at the same time.
Besides it is often followed by a series of advanced examinations, apprenticeships, and
additional coursework at special government institutes. In other countries, particularly the United
States, law is primarily taught at law schools. Most law schools are part of universities but a few
are independent institutions. Law schools in the United States (and some in Canada and
elsewhere) award graduating students a J.D. (Juris Doctor/Doctor of Jurisprudence) as the
practitioner’s law degree (a professional degree). However, like other professional doctorates,
the J.D. is not the exact equivalent of the Doctor of Philosophy (Ph.D.), a university degree of
the highest level, since it does not require the submission of a full dissertation based on original
research. The methods and quality of legal education vary widely. Some countries require
extensive clinical training in the form of apprenticeships or special clinical courses. Many others
have only lectures on highly abstract legal doctrines, which force young lawyers to figure out
how to actually think and write like a lawyer at their first apprenticeship (or job). In most
common law countries lawyers have many options over the course of their careers. Besides
private practice, they can always aspire to becoming a prosecutor, government counsel, corporate
in-house counsel, judge, arbitrator, law professor, or politician. In most civil law countries,
lawyers generally structure their legal education around their chosen specialty; the boundaries
between different types of lawyers are carefully defined and hard to cross. After one earns a law
degree, career mobility may be severely constrained.
